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Using prompt cards

Prompt cards can be used to help children and young people (CYP) remember
key routines and know where to go for help:

v’ they can be adapted to suit the specific needs of the CYP, according to
their age/stage

v’ they can be created to address any situation

v’ they can be personalised with photographs of key places and people in
your setting

v’ they can be used on a lanyard or a key ring to make them easily
